

Lights On!
Did you know that if your wipers are on, your headlights must be on?

All cars must have two white headlights that work on high and low beam and must also be on from sunset until sunrise and any time you cannot see the road clearly for 500 feet, such as in fog.

Other recommendations about headlights are: 

· Replace cracked lights and wash them when you wash your windshield. A cracked headlight lens allows moisture to accumulate and can result in as much as 75% loss of illumination. Dirty lights can also reduce light output the same amount. 

· Reduced-power lights installed on some cars called ‘running lamps’ turn on automatically during daylight make your car easier to see. 

· When driving at night, headlights must be switched to low beam when you are within 1,000 ft. of an oncoming vehicle and when behind another vehicle 200 ft. or less. 

· Most headlights illuminate about 350 ft. on high beam. Do the math. If you are traveling 60 miles/hr. at night, and you see something in the road ahead of you, you will have only 3.34 sec. to react, put your foot on the brake, and stop before you hit it. 
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
